Objective: To assist in ongoing scientific analysis, artifact conservation, or historical research in support of BHS’s research program. 

Responsibilities: There are a variety of projects being conducted by BHS together with the Anthropology Department at the Smithsonian department staff in the excavation field laboratory setting.   Archaeological conservation refers to the cleaning and treatment of artifacts recovered from archaeological sites. Artifacts need to be drawn, photographed, and carefully cleaned, using tools ranging from brushes to pneumatic air scribes.  More complex treatments such as electrolysis or consolidation will be performed under the supervision of the conservator.   Archaeological analysis covers a wide range of tasks, including artifact recording, scientific illustration by hand or using computer software, GIS work, computer analysis, technical writing, report preparation and production, artifact identification, data entry and database management, photography, and indexing field notes, photographs, and video footage.   Historical research may include conducting archival research at the BHS’ archives or outside depositories, indexing and organizing archival documents previously gathered by researchers, transcribing or translating historical documents, and conducting ethnographic or oral history interviews. 

Qualifications: Conservation of large artifacts currently takes place outdoors, so a willingness to work in temperature and humidity extremes is necessary for volunteers. Previous coursework or experience in conservation or archaeology or historical research is always a plus, but not necessary. Specific skills are needed for many of the tasks mentioned above, but most of these can be learned on the job. Drawing or photography skills are a plus...  Students will receive training in Arc Map or other GIS software, or other statistical software, and database software (Access, Excel).  
Training: On-site training, or training for specific projects as the need arrives. 
Requirements: Students must agree to attend volunteer training and as the need arises specialized laboratory training conducted by the project staff. Volunteer for Phase I and participate in at least six (6) field school archaeological excavations beginning September 19, 2009 through November 14,  2009.  Phase II participate in at least eight (8) weekends historical mapping field school beginning January 3, 2010 through May 10, 2010.
